Pathways

Every student matters to us and therefore we tailor learning and support to enable
personalised development through the Sixth Form.

Life and Learning in the Sixth Form is very different to Year 11. A significant challenge for
students is the move away from very formal lessons, where the majority of the learning

is directed by the teacher, to taking more responsibility and more independence in their
learning. For example, students will often be taught in much smaller classes to enable
more personalisation, however there will be an expectation that students will prepare
ahead for lessons, take their own notes, meet deadlines, undertake independent research,
use their own initiative to extend their knowledge beyond the classroom.
